Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics,
tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations.

Music curriculum
AIMS FOR KS2
The national curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils:

play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, using their voices
and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency,
control and expression

Pupils should be taught to sing and play musically with increasing confidence and control.  They should develop an understanding of musical composition,
organising and manipulating ideas within musical structures and reproducing sounds from aural memory.
Pupils should be taught to:

improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using the
inter-related  dimensions of music

listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing
aural memory

use and understand staff and other musical notions
